Community Resource Center Thrift Store Grand Opening December 13 
After years of operating out of cramped social service office spaces on 650 Second Street in Encinitas, the Community Resource Center (CRC) Thrift Store moved 2 blocks North to 111 “C” Street in mid-November.  The grand opening will take place on Saturday, December 13, from 9AM to 5PM.   Holiday items will be highlighted and refreshments served.  
CRC had been actively seeking an affordable alternate location for its Encinitas clothing and furniture Thrift Stores, but had not had any luck until recently. The new retail space is just off Second Street and includes its own parking lot, something that promises to make shopping and dropping off of donations much easier.  

As economic challenges hit pocketbooks, the appeal of thrift store shopping is increasing.  From the national phenomenon of “recessionistas” finding designer label treasures at unheard of prices, to bargain hunters saving hundreds by buying used, thrift store shopping is becoming more popular.  Laurin Pause, CRC Executive Director, expects the charity to benefit from the trend toward increased thrift store shopping.  CRC Thrift Store sales are a major funding source for its social services programs, which serve 10,000 people in the community every year.  
“The people who frequent our stores are what I would call smart shoppers or shoppers on a mission.  Sometimes you can’t find exactly what you want at a pricey department store and the discount stores may not carry the labels you want.  Our thrift stores offer alternatives, from basics to one-time wear items that would cost hundreds new,” says Laurin Pause, CRC Executive Director.  “It’s a win-win.  Donors are supporting a vital charity, and shoppers can leave with great deals on clothing, furniture, collectibles and more.”
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
